After the two world wars, the bubonic Plague 
and Spanish Flu, the global human race is 

reeling under the grip of Covid -19 pandemic. It has 
taken away the lives of millions across the world. No 
country has been spared. Speculations are going on 
regarding the cause of this pandemic and Scientists 
have identified and reasoned a virus which causes 
this disease as Covid -19 in which CO stands for the 
first two letters of the word Corona, VI for Virus and 
D for disease. 
Source of the Virus

The WHO declared the outbreak as a public 
health emergency of International concern on 
30th January 2020 and a pandemic, on 11th March 
2020. Scientists believe that the source of virus is 
the Virology lab in Wuhan in China where it was 
identified in December 2019. Many fingers point at 
China, especially from USA, to be the source of this 
virus. It is strongly doubted that this virus has been 
used as a weapon in the Biological warfare. But even 
those who produced it would not have anticipated 
the scope of its destructive powers.

The whole nation is striving to contain this 
pandemic by equipping the people to face it. 
Massive Vaccination of the people, Social distancing, 
Wearing the Masks are some of the ways proposed 
by the Government to tackle this issue.

In most of the countries across the world, the 
pandemic has taken its toll. Our country is going through 
the second wave of Covid -19 and within a couple of 
months, a third wave is expected which is going to 
be more powerful and harmful. The virus is getting 
mutated; ever evading the reach of the Scientists.

This mutated variety is said to be spreading at 
a faster pace even though the Air has proved by the 
Virologist in Vietnam, and it is said children are going 
to be affected by it.
Impact of Covid-19

The Covid Pandemic has isolated and alienated 
man; human society has become fragmented and 
man is forced to isolation. The global economy has 
been paralyzed. Total lock down has been imposed 
as the only means to contain the spread of this 
pandemic. As a result Businesses, Universities, 
Transport system - everything is closed, leading to 
zero economic activity.  Millions of people have lost 
their jobs and the source of their income. In short, 
man is panic stricken. The Indian economic situation 
has shown a down fall; the greatest decline ever 
since 1951. It is estimated that under nourished 
people would increase up to 132 million. Tens 
of millions of people are at the risk of falling in to 
extreme poverty. It is related to living conditions and 
occupations especially in societies without universal 
health care. For instance, workers in some fields 
like health, food and transport services are directly 
exposed to the virus. Similar is the case with migrant 
labourers and refugees. The family members of 
these workers also get infected. People involved 
in high stress jobs have a greater risk of being 
affected. Besides this, the stress induced by Covid-19 
worsens their state. Social, economic, cultural and 
psychological consequences have been precipitated. 
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Relationship, family, education, work etc. have been 
affected. Covid is the deadliest infectious disease of 
the past 10 years. It has paralyzed social life and its 
impact will continue. Covid pandemic is basically a 
health challenge. Along with vaccines; the social 
distancing has changed every domain of life. It has 
restricted mobility and social interaction. Voluntary 
and involuntary quarantines and lockdown for entire 
population have been implemented as inevitability.
Social relationship and Family

Family, the smallest unit of society itself is 
fragmented. Physical distancing even among 
the family members has become essential. It 
consequently leads to the estrangement and a sense 
of vacuum among them. Only a very few section 
will succeed in retaining the will power and hope 
to face all oddities of life. The pandemic has shaken 
or even broken that relationship Social relationship 
and family life. Restrictions of movement created 
by physical distancing measures have left people 
aware of the link between wellbeing and social 
relationships and contacts. Distancing affects the 
quality of relationships. It increases loneliness and 
isolation which in turn affect the immune system. 
But, paradoxically interacting with the people, lead 
to increased spread of the disease. Even in the family, 
the physical display of affection and connection and 
the human need for touch have been blocked.
Health care

Man has reached a stage in which he cannot 
afford to fall ill, because no hospital accepts patients. 
Doctors do not offer personal consultations beyond 
on-line consultation. Even the health care workers 
are at a greater peril in the context of Covid. The 
mental and psychological health of human beings, 
from children to the grown-ups has become a matter 
of concern.  The pandemic has increased worry, 
stress and anxiety of people. Loneliness increases 
depression, leading to suicidal tendencies. Persons 
with disabilities suffer greatly due to difficulty in 
accessing health care service. Many health workers 

lost their life, leaving the children alone and vice 
versa.  It is good to see that the Catholic Church 
has started its voluntarily service and a Church 
Committee was constituted for the burial of the 
faithful in each parish.
Youth
The youth also faces a future which is blank and 
uncertain for them. The employed youth run the risk 
of job loss while the unemployed becomes anxiety 
ridden. There is an increasing possibility of excessive 
use of alcohol and drug-abuse. At least a section of 
the people are likely to be victims of phobias, the 
fear of infection of large groups, fear of infection 
even among family members. Adults may suffer from 
anxiety about their future and that of their children. 
As for children, they will be increasingly stressed 
and anxious about their future. Older adults also are 
likely to be affected. If not properly guided people 
might suffer from depression which may lead to 
suicidal tendencies. The entire system of education 
has been paralyzed. Virtual education has become 
the unavoidable substitute. But the uniqueness of 
fullness of physical face to face interaction cannot 
be substituted. May be the children of today has no 
chance to attain their ambitions. The children might 
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become the products of technology who might be 
alien to finer human sentiments and emotions in an 
extremity of the situation. 
Threat of mechanization

In every field, virtual communication prevails 
in education, health care and in every aspect of life. 
Even the children are familiar with on-line education 
at the cost of affection, fellowship gained through 
social get together and classroom personal coaching. 
Human feelings and humanness are being lost making 
every one a slave or an addict of the social media. 
The pandemic and the measures adopted to combat 
it have had greater consequences on the job market. 
Unemployment has increased; self employed people 
are affected greatly due to job loss. Similarly, women 
workers   who are engaged in low – paid works 
are likely to suffer due to job loss. Institutions and 
companies find expansion and development difficult, 
which will lead to consequent job-loss.
Religious and Spiritual life

Across the world, Churches, Prayer houses, 
Temples and Mosques remain closed, because, 
crowding is prohibited. Even in Churches prayers will 
be held by permitting a very small number of people. 

People are becoming more secluded and isolated. 
But it should be remembered that this can be used to 
strengthen and deepen the personal bond between 
the individual and the Lord through rigorous prayer 
and meditation. Besides the vaccination, social 
distancing, use of masks, hand washings, using soap 
or sensitizers an inward sanitization or cleansing is 
needed. For that we have to increase the faith in 
God and making prayer a means of dialogue with the 
Almighty. We should be able to build self confidence 
and the will power and find comfort in prayer as a 
means to surmount this threat of pandemic. It can 
cleanse the mind and body of the individual and also 
the atmosphere around him.  Some believe that it is 
a punishment by God and some believe that this is a 
man-made disaster. Whatever it may be, let us listen 
to the Psalmist

The Lord is near to  all who call on him,
To all who call on him in truth.
He fulfills the desire of all who fear him;
He also hears their cry, and saves them

Writing to his peers, Catholics who have reached a venerable age like he has, Pope Francis told older 
Catholics that God is close to them and still has plans for their lives. “The Lord is always — always 

— close to us. He is close to us with new possibilities, new ideas, new consolations, but always close to 
us. You know that the Lord is eternal; he never, ever goes into retirement,” the pope wrote in his message 
for the Catholic Church’s first celebration of the World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly. The message 
was released at the Vatican June 22 in anticipation of the celebration July 25, the Sunday closest to the 
feast of Sts. Joachim and Anne, Jesus’ grandparents.

The Vatican also announced that people who attend a Mass or other celebration for the day, “devote 
adequate time to actually or virtually visiting their elderly brothers and sisters in need or in difficulty” 
or join in prayers for the elderly July 25 can receive a plenary indulgence as long as they fulfill the usual 
requirements of also going to confession, receiving the Eucharist and praying for the intentions of the 
pope. The indulgence also is available to “the elderly sick and all those who, unable to leave their homes 
for a serious reason, will unite themselves spiritually to the sacred functions of the world day, offering to 
the merciful God their prayers, pains or sufferings of their lives,” the Vatican said.

Pope Francis said he knew many older people might wonder how they could be called to something 
new when their “energy is running out” or they cannot even leave the residence where they live. They 
may even ask, “Isn’t my solitude already a sufficiently heavy burden?” “You are needed in order to help 
build, in fraternity and social friendship, the world of tomorrow: the world in which we, together with our 
children and grandchildren, will live once the storm has subsided,” the pope insisted. A better future, he 
said, must be built on the pillars of “dreams, memory and prayer,” pillars that “even the frailest among us” 
can help erect with God’s help.

An online gathering of the Catechetical Council 
was conducted on Sunday, 30 May. The session 

began with a short memorial service for Mr. Jose 
Kappil, the beloved Promoter from Hari Nagar who 
was called for his heavenly reward.  Fr. Babu, the 
Director, recalled his versatile contributions.   He was 
a cheerful giver, a life fully lived.  Mr. Regi Thomas, 
the Secretary recounted the services rendered by 
Mr. Kappil to the Church and society. A Holy Qurbana 
will be celebrated by the Archbishop later for the 
souls of all the members of the Diocese who were 
claimed by Covid 19.

The new academic session will be inaugurated 
virtually by His Grace on 27 June 2021, at the Bishop’s 
House.  The unit level inauguration would be on the 
following Sunday.

The Head Masters were reminded to ensure 
that the classes are held at a uniform timing through 
an appropriate media platform. The lessons in 
English aired by Christian TV channels Shekinah, 
Shalom and Goodness could be utilized.  It should be 
ensured that all students attend the Holy Qurbana 

on Sundays. Parish Units should not take the liberty 
of cancelling classes for sundry reasons.  The Parish 
Feast, the First Holy Communion and the Diocesan 
Bible Convention are the only exemptions permitted.

An online Summer Camp, Funola, was 
conducted from 31 May to 5 June 2021.  The novel 
initiative of DSYM and Holy Childhood earned much 
accolades from the student participants and their 
parents. A wide range of age-specific programs like 
Craft, Bharatnatyam, Bookmark Making, Carding 
Making, Sign Language, Mandala Art, Games, 
Sketching, Photography, Choreography, etc. were 
imparted.   

A revamp of the methodology of teaching 
the texts and instilling Biblical values is on the 
cards.  More activities that trigger the interest and 
involvement of the children are envisaged. Parish 
Units have been asked to come up with creative 
ideas in this regard.  

A software program is going to be created to 
store and process the data of the entire Catechism 
Department. 

Accepting the application of Sr. Grace SD, Provincial Superior of Santhi Dham 
Province, Ghaziabad and Sr. Rancy SD, the Postulator of the Cause, Archbishop 
Kuriakose Bharanikualangara, Bishop of Faridabad has given the permission of 
starting the cause of Sr. Fidelis Thaliath SD at the Eparchial level. Sr. Dr. Fidelis was a 
Doctor by profession who had served Jeevodaya Hospital, Ashok Vihar, Delhi. She was 
a Charismatic Nun, doing so many charitable activities for the poor and the needy.  

In continuation to the above,  Archbishop Kuriakose had submitted the 
application to Synod of Bishops of the Syro-Malabar Church and the Apostolic 
See, Rome. The Synod of Bishops has given the approval and the Apostolic See has 
issued the Nihil Obstat (Non- Objection Certificate). 

The formal inauguration of the cause will be conducted on 14 July 2021 at 
the SD Provincial House, Mariam Nagar, Ghaziabad in the presence of Archbishop 
Kuriakose and the Curia members of Faridabad Diocese and the Priests who are 
serving in the Diocese and the Rev. Sisters and laity of the Diocese. 

All who are in possession of any document that are deemed to further or hinder 
the said cause  are hereby requested and ordered to bring them to the attention of 
Archbishop Kuriakose or to the Episcopal Delegate, Fr. Martin Palamattam.

Major Seminarians’ Meet: The gathering of 
major seminarians of the diocese of Faridabad 

– Delhi was conducted from April 15 to 21 at St. 
Chavara Kuriakose Minor Seminary, Thommankuth. 
On the occasion there was the presence of His Grace 
Archbishop Kuriakose Bharanikulangara along with 
Fr.Martin Palamattam (Major Seminarians’ in-
charge), Fr.JacobNangelimalil (Rector), Fr.Ajeesh 
Palamattath (Vice Rector),  Fr. Binto Kalathil 
(Spiritual Father) and Fr. Mathew Thumullil (Dean 
of studies). Thirty-seven seminarians participated 
in the programme. 

Picnic during the gathering was a cherishing 
exposure on the second day because it was a time 
to interact, mingle and above all to celebrate the 

gathering. Brothers along with Fr Martin and Fr. 
Ajeesh visited Vagamon, ‘Kurishumala Ashram’, 
‘Pine Valley’ and ‘Paruthum mala’. 

Through the Retreat on the third day, 
seminarians  prepared for the reception of 
Vestition, Minor orders and Diaconate. It was 
led by the renowned preacher Fr.Suresh Joesph 
OFM Cap. Fourth day was marked with two input 
sessions by Fr. Martin and Fr. Jacob. Fr. Martin 
introduced the history of the diocese. He gave a 
brief overview about the challenges and prospects 
of the diocese. Fr. Jacob helped to improve the 
English pronunciation and diction. 

Seminarians welcomed Archbishop Kuriakose 
Bharanikulangara on the fifth day. They had two 

input sessions by Archbishop. He invited them to 
ponder about ‘why do I choose to be a seminarian/ 
a priest in the diocese of Faridabad’. He helped 
them to reflect on the areas to be changed i.e, 
prayer, personality and attitude towards the people 
of God. This change involves giving up or sacrifice. 
The session ended with the poem of Robert Frost, 
“The Road not Taken.” In his third input session 
the Archbishop focused on the temptations and 
the areas where seminarians may stumble in 
their course of formation. This was followed by 
an interactive sharing session by the brothers. 
They shared their experiences in the seminary. 
The afternoon was the time for adoration and 
confession as a part of the immediate preparation 
for Vestition, minor orders and diaconate. There 
was also personal conference with the Archbishop. 

Vestition, Minor Orders and Diaconate: In 
order to keep the Covid protocol and restrictions, 
the day was divided into two ceremonies. The 
morning was set apart for Vestition and afternoon 
for the minor orders and diaconate. The parents of 
the brothers for vestition and minor orders were 

present. The Vestition ceremony was presided 
over by Archbishop Kuriakose Bharanikulangara. 
Fr. Martin was the Archdeacon of the ceremonies 
and Fr. Jacob as concelebrant. Seven brothers 
received Cassock. Fourteen brothers received the 
minor orders and diaconate. The Brothers who are 
studying in Rome received their Minor Orders on 
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April 19, 2021 at Mater Ecclesiae Seminary, Rome. 
There are altogether 51 Major Seminarians 

along with Regents for the year 2021-22. They 
are under formation in various Major Seminaries 
in India and in Rome, 13 in philosophy and 27 in 
theology. There are eleven brothers who do their 
regency.  

“New Rector for St. Chavara Kuriakose  Elias 
Minor Seminary, Thommankuth”: Fr. Jacob Arakkal 
CMF was born at Irumpayam, Vaikom, Kerala on 
April 04, 1957. He belongs to St. Anthony’s Church 
Kalayathumkunnu, Pothy of the Ernakulam-Angamaly 
Archdiocese. After the basic studies he joined the 
Minor Seminary of the Claretian Congregation at 
Kuravinlgand Kerala in 1975. He had his Philosophy 
studies at St. Thomas Apostolic Seminary, Vadavathoor 
Kottayam Kerala and his Theological studies at St. Peter 
‘s Pontifical Seminary, Bangalore. He was ordained 
a priest by Mar Joseph Pallickaparmpil, Bishop of 
Pala on April 29, 1957 at Claret Bhavan Keravilangad 
Kerala. Fr. Jacob has a licentiate in Canon Law from St. 
Peter’s Pontifical Institute Bangalore, MA in Sociology 
and LLB from Bangalore University. He has a PhD in 

Sociology from Golden 
State University, USA. 

From 1994 to 2002 
he was the director 
of the Claretian 
Publications, Bangalore. 
From 1995 to 1997 
he also worked as the 
assistant manager of 
Theological Publications 
in India (TPI). From 
2002 to 2013 he was the Founder Principal of St. 
Claret PU College and General Manager of the 
Claretian Educational Institutions Bangalore.  In 
2010 he was elected as the Vice Provincial of the 
Bangalore Province of the Claretian Congregation. 
In 2016 he was elected as the Provincial Superior 
of the Bangalore Province. He is appointed as the 
Rector of St. Chavara Kuriakose Minor Seminary, 
Thommankuth, Thodupuzha, Kerala in the Month 
of May 2021 by His Grace Archbishop Kuriakose, 
Bharanikulangara.

Even though the king and the minister underwent 
a situation they hated they benefitted out of it. 
Now, its just a story but stories are made for a 
reason! Let’s apply this to life.

A ‘negative’ result in a medical test means the 
lab did not find whatever the test was searching 
for. Now imagine if this test is for AIDS or 
coronavirus….so, in this case the person will be 
the happiest to be tested negative. Similarly, 
failure is more beneficial than success as success 
is just a one-way process. Its like you undergo 
series of process to attain success and once you 
attain it, that process probably stops. However, 
failure is a two-way process as you keep on 
working before and after failure to attain what 
you aimed for.

Thus, I would like to conclude by saying that 
‘negative’ or the word ‘negative’ doesn’t 
always intend bad as most of us understand 
it. It depends on the situation and moreover 
on the perception or our attitude towards the 
situation. Because when we dig deeper, we may 
probably realize that there is a positivity in every 
negativity; like two negative numbers make up a 
positive number though not always but 50% of 
the time. Thus, you still have that 50% chance to 
change a negative situation into a positive one.

The role of Mathru 
Jyothis and DSYM was well coordinated by the 
Parish council members during the pandemic time 
and appreciated by all.
