Dear Rev. Fathers,
As discussed at the Monthly Recollection, a Committee for the Boundaries of the parishes has been 
constituted with Msgr. Joseph Odanat (Convener), Fr. Mathew John, Fr. Jomy Vazhakkala, Fr. Sunil 
Panichempallil, Mr. P. J. Thomas (Dwarka) and Mr. Biju C.O. (Jessola). The Committee had its first 
meeting. 

I earnestly request all of you to collaborate with the Committee and facilitate to fix the boundaries 
of our parishes. The initial work has to be done at the parish level, in consultation with the Parish 
Council members. Each parish will have to make a map, demarcating the current boundaries. Then 
each Forane Vicars will assess the proposals and submit to the diocesan team.

For your reference, I attach the Guidelines for the modus operandi. 
1.	A central team of 7 experienced persons shall be constituted to coordinate the activities related to 

this process. They will liaison with the forane vicars of 7 foranes, who will in turn be in touch with 
each parish priest and people of the respective foranes.

2.	In the first stage, each parish will study its area and prepare a map and tentative boundary of 
that parish, discuss it in the Parish Council or Pothuyogam if necessary and propose the same to 
the forane vicar. While doing so, each parish priest may consult the neighboring parish priests 
too, with whom his parish shares boundaries. Other than connectivity of parish family units, due 
consideration of civil units like municipal council/Panchayath wards, etc. should be made.

3.	In the second phase, the forane vicar will call a meeting of all the parish priests and kaikaarans of 
that forane, discuss and fix the boundaries of all  the parishes in that forane and propose it to the 
central team. In this process, the forane vicars may keep in mind that in that portion of the NCR 
where his forane is situated, no area is left out without belonging to one of the parishes of that 
forane.

4.	The Diocesan team will study all the proposals from the foranes and prepare a comprehensive map 
(also digital) and demarcate boundary for the whole diocese and submit for the final approval of 
the Archbishop. While preparing the parish boundary, each parish priest may observe the following 
things:

1.	Prepare a draft map and territorial plan of the area, where the parish exists currently and clearly 
mark the boundaries of the area with natural boundaries as far as possible.

2.	Differentiate the recent additions or colonies/flats where our people occupied. Recent Government 
Quarters, police colonies, nurses colonies must be taken into consideration.

3.	In case, there are no natural boundaries like rivers and canals to mark the border lines, clearly and 
accurately specify the name and number of the roads and buildings in that area.

4.	Particular areas, institutions or locations inside the territory can be given in different colours and 
indicators should be given for each colour.

5.	In the map, specify the location of neighbouring parishes on each side of the particular parish.
6.	Fix the boundaries of one’s parish after consulting the parish priests of the neighbouring parish.
7.	Indicate approximate distance to the neighbouring churches and catholic institutions from the 

proposed parish boundaries.
8.	Details of each boundary should be clearly explained and total number of houses should be given below.

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Human mobility is a universal phenomenon of all ages. People move from 
place to place due to various reasons. Movement in itself involves a quest for the 
improvement of one's own life situation and at times even a quest for survival. The 
desire and hope for a change from the existing inadequate conditions of human life 

keep people moving. Millions of people are on the move every day as travelers, tourists, pilgrims, and 
refugees. Migration in simple terms is temporary or permanent transfer of residence. Exodus of millions 
of people migrating both legally and illegally to the industrialized nations and metropolitan cities of the 
world in search of job opportunities and safer living conditions has been part of human history.

In the context of India, especially that of the urban areas, migration 
is a significant reality. Thousands of people flocked into the Indian cities 
especially after independence in 1947, from rural areas in search of job and

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better living conditions. Christians 
were not exception to this universal 
phenomenon. Indian cities have 
witnessed increasing presence of 
the migrant Christians from the 
traditionally Christian areas in the 
south. Delhi being the national 
capital was a prime destination for 
thousands of Syro-Malabar Catholic 
migrants too. Half a century of 
the presence of the Syro-Malabar 
Catholics in the capital has a lot 
to tell us about their struggles in 
keeping their faith traditions along 
with their survival.

Evangelization being the primary responsibility 
of every Christian, the Church has been always 
keen on the role of migration in its mission. History 
of Christianity gives ample proof to the fact that 
migration helps evangelization of the peoples. We 
could enumerate three specific situations in which 
evangelization takes place through migration. 
The first one is that in which Christian migrants 
become evangelizers of the people of the non-
Christian regions, into which they are emigrating. 
In the second situation, the non-Christian migrants, 
when they migrate into the traditionally Christian 
countries, they get an opening to learn, understand, 
appreciate and accept the Christian truth into their 
lives and to pass it on to their own communities 
either in the host land or in their native land. 

While the above said two types of mission 
of the Church deal with first evangelization, a 
third one is oriented towards re-evangelization 
or new evangelization. Migrants, who are already 
Christians, when they migrate into another country 
with Christian tradition, it creates another situation. 

Pope Francis on Migration

“Migrants and refugees are not pawns 
on the chessboard of humanity,” Pope 
Francis said. “They are children, 
women, and men who leave or 
are forced to leave their homes 
for various reasons, who share a 
legitimate desire for knowing and 
having, but above all for being more.” 
 
Our faith in Jesus calls us to respond 
to the poor in a special way. Before 
we address questions of legality, we 
must see immigrants—people who 
are strangers to us in many ways, who 
may not speak our language, who 
bring with them very little in terms of 
wealth beyond a desire to work—as 
people made in God’s image, just like 
us. However we respond, our policies 
must protect their human dignity. 
 
Second, the Gospels that we read 
every day, are very clear about people 
who are forced to flee their homelands. 
Mary and Joseph fled to Egypt with 
Jesus when Herod threatened to kill 
him. The Gospels themselves are 
a record of Jesus wandering from 
place to place to teach—he was 
constantly displaced. And in Matthew 
25, he teaches explicitly to welcome 
the stranger—when we do this, we 
welcome Jesus himself.
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For both the local Church and for the immigrants, 
this is the occasion of the greatest manifestation of 
Catholic universality and communion. It is a great 
challenge towards Christian commitment, dialogue, 
participation, integration and ecclesial communion, 
by which both the communities get re-evangelized.

Migrants, the Evangelizers:
Christian migrants become evangelizers in the 
place where they are moving to. Acts of the 
Apostles narrates a literally forced migration 
fromJerusalem, due to persecution, which resulted 
in the propagation of Gospel in the whole Judea 
and Samaria (Cf. Act 8:1-4). Migration, both forced 
and voluntary has resulted in sowing the seeds 
of Christian faith in the immigrated nations. The 
invasion and migration of Europeans towards 
Americas, brought Gospel and the Church there. 
The great Italian emigration to Latin America 
penetrating into the uninhabited agricultural 
regions, with building churches, chapels, 
schools and hospitals became the first Christian 
communities of the territory realizing the “Planting 
of the Church”(Plantatio ecclesiae), which persisted 
till today lively and with full expansion.Catholic 
communities in many European countries emerged 
not as a result of conversions, but of immigration. 
The same is the case with many other Far Eastern 
countries.

There is ecclesial and missionary thrust in every 
Christian migration. The Catholic migrant believers 
have been the propagators of faith; initially perhaps 
more in implicit form, but they were concerned to 
preserve their faith. Their preserved faith had a 
function of propagating and, particularly in the 
territory and in the nations where the Catholicism 
was absent or minority, it constituted the occasion 
for a presence of Christianity.The emigrated 
workers, transplanted their religious traditions 
there.

The Church had been aware of the 
presence of the Christian migrants in 
non-Christian territories, who have 
been compelled to migrate due to 
many reasons. These circumstances 
are certainly an opportunity to live 
the faith and to bear witness to it. 
In the early centuries, Christianity 
spread because Christians, travelling 
to or settling in regions where Christ 
had not yet been proclaimed, bore 
courageous witness to their faith 
and founded the first communities 
there. Each believer is a messenger 
of the missionary attempts of the 
Church and the universalization of 
the Christian message.

In order to promote this evangelization 
process, the migrants themselves have to be 
rooted. Integral evangelization requires that one 
becomes witness in one's own life to the values and 
norms of the Gospel. It is based on the baptismal 
consecration of the Christian. If a migrant is to 
become truly evangelizing, it is crucial that he/
she be first evangelized through proper formation, 
through worship and participation in the Church 
of origin. Missionaries cannot preach the Gospel 
without proper internalization of faith. It is thus 
the responsibility of the Church of origin to prepare 
migrants before their departure to witness to their 

Christian life in the new situation. Thousands 
of Syro-Malabar Christians, who 
have migrated into the non-Christian 
regions both in north India and gulf 
countries can become evangelizers 
to the people with whom they live 
and work by their presence and 
Christian living.
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Migrants, the Evangelized 
This is the scenario in which the non-Christian 
migrants, who migrate to Christian countries are 
being introduced to Christian faith by the existing 
practicing Christian faithful of the place. Catholic 
Church has always exhorted its faithful to welcome 
and receive the immigrants and to witness their 
Christian life among them, in view of announcing 
the Gospel to those who have not yet heard of it. 
Church always exhorted its faithful to receive the 
strangers with joyous attitude, which recognizes in 
them the face of Christ. With the same solicitude 
towards the migrants, the Christians witness that 
the community into which the migrants arrive is a 
community that loves.The migrant presence invites 
and evokes the Christian communities to reflect 
about their own Christian commitment for the 
mission of the Lord and are called into action.

An attitude of welcome and solidarity should 
mark the receiving community. Children of God, 
"though many, are one body in Christ" with gifts 
that differ. In the positive and faith-filled attitude of 
welcome, and in creative response to the needs of 
the immigrants the receiving society witnesses to 
the values of the Kingdom. The willingness of the 
immigrants for incorporation into the fabric of their 
new place shows the acceptance of a common task, 
a sharing of duties and responsibilities. Immigrants 
and natives canwalk together towards creating 
communion as in the first Pentecost when people 
from every nation were assembled by the Spirit to 
become Church (Cf. Act 2:5-11).

As afflicted and often persecuted, strangers, 
refugees and immigrants are such angels in our 
midst, messages from God to which we must 
attend. Their lives represent God's invitation to 
share his love. Denouncing the wide range of crimes 
committed against the migrants and protesting 
against the policies that allow the prospering 
of profit above the integrity and dignity of the 

Migration from Kerala
According to a study, more than three-
quarters of the young people in the Church 
aged between 20-32 have migrated out 
of Kerala, the base of this Eastern rite 
Church. If the trend continues, the future of 
the Church is bleak as it would have fewer 
people and more aged and unemployed 
people as its members.

The new trend began in the 1970s to migrate 
to Gulf Co-operation Council (GCC) nations 
as employment opportunities developed in 
them.  According to the latest data, the GCC 
nations house 89.2 percent of expatriates 
from the state. The US, Canada, Australia, 
New Zealand, and the EU nations have 
emerged as the preferred destination of 
job-seekers from India’s most literate state. 
A total of 4 million Keralites are in foreign 
countries, at least half of them Christians. 
Women from the state, who earlier worked 
as healthcare professionals in the Middle 
East are making use of the growing 
demand for health workers elsewhere  in 
the post-pandemic world. With them, their 
husbands migrate too. Again, hardly a few 
of the younger generation is expected to 
come back to Kerala.

The shrinking numbers of Christians are 
already a worry. Christianity continues to 
be the third-largest religion in Kerala with 
18 percent of its some 33 million people. 
They were more than 20 percent a decade 
ago, and 32 percent at the start of the 
century. Migration and low birth rates 
are serious concerns for the Church in 
Kerala but unless the leadership chalks out 
concrete and practical plans, the number 
of Christians will continue to decline in a 
state that boasts an Apostolic legacy.

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human person are integral part of evangelization. 
Commitment to human rights and human 
promotion is witness to the Gospel.The immigrants 
sooner or later return in good numbers to their 
place of origin, carrying with them a certain image 
about Christians and Christianity. Their mission in 
their locality depends on this particular image ofthe 
Christianity they experienced.

The presence of migrants in the ancient 
Christian regions, is a challenge for the ecclesial 
communities, and a stimulus to hospitality, 
dialogue, service, sharing, witness and direct 
proclamation. With the increasing situations of 
dehumanization among migrant workers, it is time 
for the Church to formulate more creative initiatives 
to respond to their plight. It is the responsibility 
of the receiving Church to work closely with the 
local government to make available services to 
the migrants, who are a very important part of the 
labour force and contribute to the economy and 

society. It is essential to consider the 
attitude of Syro-Malabar Church 
in Kerala towards thousands of 
migrant workers from other north 
Indian states flocking into Kerala. 
The Church of Kerala should take 
active role in intervening in the 
dehumanized situations of the 
migrant workers to provide them a 
dignified life in Christian spirit and 
charity.

Christian Migrants and the Local Church 
The third aspect of evangelization inmigration is the 
presence of Christian migrants in the traditionally 
Christian areas. The Christian migrants in a territory 
are members of the local Church, with the same 
rights as the local people. At the same time, it is 
not possible to exercise pastoral care of these 
migrants effectively unless due care is taken for the 

particular spiritual heritage, cultural background 
and linguistic ethos of the migrants coming from 
a different Christian background. The local Church 
has the privileged opportunity to exercise her 
pastoral concern, the expression of her special love 
as a Mother, rising above all preconceptions and 
segregation.

This has been the situation of Syro-Malabar 
migrant Catholics in Delhi and elsewhere. They 
were uprooted from their homeland for various 
reasons leaving behind their centuries old Christian 
customs and way of life. They were re-planted into 
a place, where Christianity had been routed for 
centuries, though in a different way, but which is 
unfamiliar to them. Archdiocese of Delhi has been 
gracious enough to accept them into their parishes 
and communities. However, for decades they had 
been living a life of diaspora as far as their spiritual 
life and Christian tradition are concerned. Their 
language was different, liturgical traditions were 
different, cultural and social bonds were different 
from the place of origin. Integration into the 
receiving church had not been easy for them, which 
kept them often away from a proper Christian and 
faith life.

With the establishment of the 
diocese of Faridabad precisely 
for the migrant Syro-Malabar 
Catholics in Delhi, a new scenario 
has developed. For the already 
established parishes this diocese 
in Delhi and surroundings, now it 
is their turn to have a welcoming 
attitude towards other Christian 
and non-Christian communities. 
They can give witness to Christ 
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by receiving the strangers and 
accepting them with an attitude of 
Christ who was compassionate to 
all Jews and gentiles alike.

A strong ecclesial communion can exist in a 
culturally diversified congregation, in which the 
faithful live and express their faith. Any structure 
will be useless, any help offensive and repulsive, 
ifpeople are not accepted in their entirety, 
i.e. for whom and what they are. Church life 
using the native language gives immigrants the 
possibility of better support and helps overcome 
the spiritual tensions resulting from contact with 
an unfamiliar world surrounding them. Then, for 
them the native Church becomes part of their 
homeland, within which they feel secure and 
understood, and for a moment they can retire 
from the alienation often experienced in the 
migrated region.

The whole way of thinking with regard to 
migrants must be changed, to see them through 
the eyes of Christ who says: "I was a stranger and 
you took me in". Helping the Christian migrants 
coming from other areas, the native Christians 
can contribute like missionaries to construct 
among the migrants their Christian communities, 
a community that reminds them their place of 
origin, with their feasts, liturgies, and rhythm 
of life. Such Christian communities do not have 
to become ghettos; there has to be integration 
and insertion into the existing community too. 
But it is doubtless that these means cannot 
be substituted, because they are essential for 
migrants to feel God more close, to feel the 
solidarity and the warmth offaith. 

Since migration is a vehicle of the Message, 
the presence of the migrants in a local ecclesial 
community becomes the authentic criterion and 
test case for Christian mission. The presence of 

migrant groups in the local Churches is commitment 
for the particular Church and a constant challenge 
to search for communion with the other Churches, a 
communion that makes her catholic. The migrant is 
a link between the receiving Church and the Church 
of origin. The ongoing sharing of experiences will 
lead to mutual enrichment. Each culture has to 
be recovered and valued because it is through 
culturethe evangelicalmessage is to be proclaimed.

The native Christians might be 
able to receive a breath of new 
life from the experience of faith 
of the immigrants too. The service 
to the immigrants on the pastoral 
realm is a giving and receiving, it is 
an exchange of gifts, a reciprocity. 
A parish that opens itself in a 
missionary spirit to this new reality, 
does not see it as a liability or as a 
burden to be accepted with patience 
and love; but a privileged occasion 
to evoke the missionary dimension 
of the whole parish. 

Evangelization brings the Good News of 
common brotherhood, deriving from the fact that 
only one is God, the Father of all. The Christian 
folk do not merely welcome the migrants, but 
strives to build up a community that respects 
differences, thereby witnessing to society at 
large the universality of the Church. While the 
receiving Church is asked to witness to the Gospel 
by welcoming the migrants, migrants are asked 
to participate, by sharing in the common mission 
through their faith and cultural heritage. The unity 
within diversity, which is testified in the universal 
Church, is specifically lived in particular Churches 
who welcome migrants.

Pope Francis speaks of 
Capital Punishment in Bahrain  

In his first speech in Bahrain, the pope addressed 
two of the most contentious political issues in the 
country today: its treatment of prisoners and its 
practice of capital punishment. “I think in the first 
place of the right to life, of the need to guarantee 
that right always, including for those being punished, 
whose lives should not be taken,” Francis said.

His words were a direct challenge to Bahrain’s 
King Hamad bin Isa Al Khalifa, who invited the pope 
to the country and who ended the kingdom’s de 
facto moratorium on capital punishment in 2017. 

Pope Francis gave an impassioned defense of women's rights, strongly condemning the practice 
of female genital mutilation and decrying those who treat women as "second class citizens."   A 
society unable to value women, the pontiff told journalists in a press conference aboard his flight 
back to Rome from Bahrain, "is a society that will not progress"  

The pope spoke about women's rights after being asked a question by a journalist about the 
ongoing protests by women in Iran. Francis spoke of the long struggle of women, "I ask myself, why 
does a woman have to fight for her rights?" 

The pope also cited his own record of naming more women to head Vatican offices, saying that 
things improved each time a woman took over a Vatican office. Although the Vatican is still largely 
led by male clerics, Francis has appointed women to positions of leadership at the Vatican Museums, 
the Vatican's office for the Synod of Bishops, and at the Dicastery for Laity, Family and Life, among 
other places.

Pope Francis on Women’s Rights

The pope’s bold declaration, as he sat onstage next 
to the king, stunned many of the family members 
who have long been seeking reprieve for their death 
row loved ones.

During his final public speech in the country 
on Nov. 6, Francis again returned to the theme 
of prisoners. “Caring for prisoners is good for 
everyone, as a human community,” said the pope, 
“since the way in which these ‘least ones’ are 
treated is a measure of the dignity and the hope 
of a society.”

Feast of Nativity of Our Lady: The parish 
celebrated the feast of Nativity of our Lady on 
September 8, with preparation of eight days of 
fasting and vigil.
