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Sr. Dr. Fidelis, a visionary, missionary doctor who lived a 
life of total fidelity towards God, herself, and the humanity, 
especially towards the suffering and the marginalized. She was 
a missionary gynaecologist who led many people towards Jesus 
and Mother Mary, irrespective of their caste, creed, or social 
background. Her contribution to the growth of Syro-Malabar 
Church Faridabad is remarkable. 

20 February 1929 was a unique day in the life of Mr. Joseph 
and Mrs. Mary Thaliath as they received their second daughter 
Kochuthresia (Sr. Fidelis) as a precious gift from God. She was 
replanted in SD (Sisters of the Destitute), where she made her 
first profession on 6 January 1953. She lived her identity as a 
consecrated sister in the Congregation of SD by entering into 
the Trinitarian communion of love. For four decades, she lived 
among the ordinary and rejected people in and around Delhi as 
an extraordinary manifestation of God’s divine presence. She 
was called to her eternal reward on 17 January 2008.

Even after her death, she is alive in the hearts of the people, 
as they have experienced and are inspired by her exemplary life of 
active holiness. Hence, after receiving the Nihil obstat from the Holy 
See and the consent of the Syro-Malabar Bishops’ Synod, the process 
of canonization was initiated under the patronage of Mar Kuriakose Bharanikulangara with an opening 
session on 14 July 2021 at Santhidham Provincial house in the presence of all the priests of Faridabad diocese 
and the neighbouring religious communities of Mariam Nagar.

The diocesan tribunal for the Canonization process consists of Fr. Mathew John Puthenparambil (Episcopal 
delegate), Fr. George Manimala (Promotor of Justice), Sr. Aruna Jose CHF (Notary), and Sr. Catherine SABS 
(Adjunct notary). The Historical Committee members are Fr. Augustin Perumalil SJ, Fr. Edwin Rodrigues SJ, 
Fr. Abin Kunnapillil, and Sr. Renjana SD. All these members along with Sr. Rancy SD, the postulator, took the 
oath of office, and have begun their work in earnest, hearing the testimonies and examining the documents.

She had deep confidence 
in Mother Mary of being heard right to the smallest 
request, and the Blessed Mother never failed her. 
She held on to the Rosary till the last trace of life 
in her, and the next moment as she crossed the 
threshold of life, her dear Mother most definitely 
held her hand as she led her to eternal life. 

Sr. Dr. Fidelis was a powerful instrument in 
the hand of God in the initiation and growth of 
Syro-Malabar Church Faridabad. On the very first 
meeting onwards she was actively involved and 
contributed as much as possible from the part of 

SD Congregation. She would be in the forefront in 
all the Pastoral activities. The faithful of Ashok Vihar 
remembers with much gratitude.

Sr. Fidelis never intruded anyone’s space, but 
she was lovingly welcomed into it. All those who 
entered into her presence experienced that divine 
aura that she gained through her unceasing prayer. 
She had a firm determination to take everything in 
her stride and to do whatever it costs: sacrifices, 
challenges, and objections. She ran the race with 
perseverance looking at the compassionate face of 
Jesus, giving inspiration and enthusiasm to many 
who came into contact with her. While she was 
on earth, through her intercession, many childless 
couples were blessed with children, and her power 
of intercession continues from above. Many couples 
have given testimonies in this regard. 

This article gives a brief introduction to the 
life of Sr. Fidelis. In every issue of the SANTHOME 
MESSENGER in 2023, various aspects related to her 
illustrious life will be given. I wish and pray that every 
reader may get inspired, going through the life of this 
angel of compassion, committed missionary, and 
exemplary doctor who experienced the kingdom 
of God within herself and in others, radiating the 
compassionate love of Jesus in a unique way. The 
fame of her holiness may be a source of inspiration 
in our day today life.

POPE FRANCIS: ASHES REMIND US OF THE TRUTH 
ABOUT OURSELVES.

Pope Francis reflects on the meaning of receiving ashes on our foreheads at the beginning 
of Lent, and during the Ash Wednesday Mass, invites us to “set out on the path of charity, prayer, 
and fasting. The rite of the imposition of ashes on the foreheads of the faithful – which takes place 
during the liturgy at the beginning of Lent – marks the beginning of our “return journey” to God, 
Pope Francis said during his homily for the Mass of Ash Wednesday. The Holy Father explained that 
the imposition of ashes is an exhortation both to return to the truth about ourselves, and to return 
to God and to our brothers and sisters.  
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Pope Francis addressed the participants in 
a workshop hosted by the Pontifical Academy 
for Life on the relationship between the person, 
emerging technologies and the common good, 
and reiterates that progress of science and 
technology must always be at the service of 
human dignity and integral human development.

As it met for its general assembly the last 
week, the Pontifical Academy for Life was 
holding a two-day workshop focused on the 
ethical aspects of the so-called “Converging 
Technologies” (Nanotechnology, Biotechnology, 
Information Technology, and Cognitive Science). 
Entitled “Converging on the person: Emerging 

POPE: TECHNOLOGY MUST BE AT THE 
SERVICE OF HUMANITY 

Technologies for the Common Good”, the 
international workshop is taking place on 20-21 
February with the participation of academics 
from around the world.

While Pope addressed the participants, Pope 
Francis highlighted three important challenges 
i.e., The first challenge is the rapid change 
brought by technological progress in humanity's 
living conditions.  The second challenge is the 
impact of new technologies on the definitions 
of "humanity" and "relationship", especially 
with regard to the condition of vulnerable 
individuals. Finally, the definition of the concept 
of knowledge and the resulting consequences.
